PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING POINTS:

The Declaration form on the website (under documents) must be completed before arrival at the muster point at the corner of George Avenue and Sommers Road, Brunswick. Stewards will be in attendance from 5.30-10 am.  

Please assist by arriving early. Please note that there will be no inspection fee charged as previously advised.

Once the Declaration form has been stamped, competitors are then to proceed to the gate 5 on George Avenue.  Stamped declaration forms are to be shown to gate attendants to allow admittance to Showgrounds.  Floats will then be directed to the appropriate parking areas. 

Horses are not to be unloaded until the Animal Health Steward gives authorisation.  The horses will then be inspected for any sign of EI.  If any animal shows any sign the owner will be asked to re-load the animal, and any animal it travels with, and will be given instructions to leave the grounds for a veterinary inspection.

In the interest of keeping the EI virus out of Western Australia we ask that all competitors abide by the procedures put in place by the Brunswick Agricultural Society.
